4. Public Comment – None. 

5. Minutes – Motion (Hollatz/Drexler) to approve the town board meeting minutes from the March 10th, 2026, Regular town board meeting. Motion carried. 

6. Voucher Approval - Motion (Hollatz/Drexler) to approve the vouchers 18768-18799, including automatic withdrawals totaling $22,250.32.  Motion carried.  

7. REPORTS
a. Road Report – Road supervisor Luke Serwe provided the road report. Plowed snow and pushed drifts back as needed. Began grading throughout the township as weather permitted. Weight limits will remain on for another week or two yet. Helped Town of Emmet during snow storms, will be reimbursed for time. 
b. Fire Commission – Fire commissioner Gary Heil provided the report. The new tanker will most likely be delivered early. This was expected to arrive around December 2026, but now on schedule to arrive in October. The trucks and ambulances went through the DOT check and all new tires are going to be needed, otherwise passed inspections. Tires are within the budget. New cameras have been installed and are operational. 
c. Wind/Solar Committee Report – Joe Kiwak provided the wind/solar committee report. The meeting that was scheduled for Monday April 13th will be rescheduled due to weather. Farmland First is trying to work with the county on zoning regulations that the county has in place. Do not yet have a report on the eagles nest observation that was done. 
d. Treasurer’s Report – Treasurer Julaine Aschenbrenner provided the treasurer’s report including cash balances. Motion (Hollatz/Drexler) to approve the Treasurer’s report. Motion carried. Motion (Hollatz/Drexler) to transfer $30,000 from the tax savings account to general checking to cover invoices and also pay loan principal payment of $60,000. Motion carried.  
e. Clerk Report – Alexandra Skaya provided the Clerk Report. Regulatory filings have been completed. The Spring Election took place on Tuesday April 7th 2026 and there were a total of 401 voters.  Clerk Skaya completed the spring newsletter, ARPA yearly report, DNR recycling report, and transportation funding resolution.  She also continued working on the upcoming annual meeting and 2026 budget to actual.

8. LRIP Grant – Bid – The project scheduled using the LRIP grant money will need to go through a bid process. Clerk Skaya will reach out to Kevin Lang regarding this. 
9. ARIP Grant – The ARIP grant as not approved during this funding cycle. There were a total of 122 applications received and of those 29 were selected. 
10. Spring Newsletter – Clerk Skaya  finalized the spring newsletter and sent to Lauren Anderson of Skrade Design for formatting. Once done, Clerk Skaya will sent to FSI Print & Design in Mosinee for printing and mailing.  Both companies were able to complete the requests in a timely manner and we are very impressed with their services. 
11. Annual Meeting – Clerk Skaya reviewed the Annual Meeting PowerPoint with the board. 
12. Road Bids - Road bids were done after the road report to allow representatives present to attend other meetings if necessary. All spring highway bids were opened at this time. 
a. ¾” DOT approved dense road base material – Motion (Hollatz/Drexler) to accept Worden Enterprises bid of $9.60 per ton delivered or $6.90 per ton picked up. Motion carried. 
b. 1 ¼“ DOT approved dense road base material – Motion (Hollatz/Drexler) to accept Worden Enterprises bid of $9.60 per ton delivered or $6.90 per ton picked up. Motion carried.
c. 1 ¼” regular granite – Motion (Hollatz/Drexler) to accept Worden Enterprises bid of $8.39 per yard delivered or $4.30 per yard picked up. Motion carried. 
d. 3-0 breaker – Motion (Hollatz/Drexler) to accept Worden Enterprises bid of $12.03 per yard delivered or $8.80 per yard picked up. Motion carried. 
e. 6-0 breaker – Motion (Hollatz/Drexler) to accept Kafka Road Materials bid of $12.95 per yard delivered or $7.00 per yard picked up. Motion carried. 
f. Dust Control – 38% calcium chloride – Motion (Hollatz/Drexler) to accept Kafka Dustbuster Plus bid of $1.57 per gallon delivered and applied. Motion carried. 
g. Lawn mowing and weed control – Motion (Hollatz/Drexler) to accept Bohmans Blades Down bid of $120 per occurrence for mowing the town hall and Maryel boat landing, $65 per occurrence for mowing the new town garage, round up application at $6 per gallon, lawn sweeping done at $75 per hour and lawn rolling done at $65 per hour. Motion carried. 
h. Roadside brush cutting and control – Motion (Hollatz/Drexler) to accept JJs Brush Cutting Service bid of $75 per hour to mow road side grass and $90 per hour for cutting roadside brush. Motion carried.
