1. Chairman Jochimsen called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.   
 
2. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

4. Approval of April 2025 Annual Meeting Minutes – Clerk Alexandra Skaya read the 2025 annual meeting minutes. Motion (Kramer/Jones) to approve 2025 annual meeting minutes. Motion carried.
 
5. Set April 2027 Annual Meeting Date – Motion (Wiesman/Hughes) to set annual meeting date for Wednesday April 21st, 2027. Motion carried. 

6. Set salaries for the Town Board Members for next election cycle starting April 2027 – Chairman Jochimsen discussed that board and staff salaries have remained the same for the last 4 years. Morion (Meidl/Jones) to raise the salaries for all board members, clerk, and treasurer by 10%. Motion carried. 

7. 2025 Year in Review – Clerk Skaya reviewed what had been done in the Town of Cleveland in 2025. This included 1 spring election, 29 hall rentals, and grinding down the brush pile.  The town received two grants they applied for which were the WVIC grant that was used for the Maryel Boat Landing and a LRIP grant that will be used to reconstruct then eventually blacktop a portion of Balsam Rd east. Three policies/ordinances were enacted which were the Roadway Construction Policy, Establishing Refund Policy for Overpayment of Taxes, and a updated Dog License Ordinance and Fees. 
8. 2025 Financial Report – Clerk Alexandra Skaya provided the 2025 financial report, including revenues, expenditures, and bank account standings.  

9. Treasurer Report – Treasurer Julaine Aschenbrenner provided the 2025 treasurer’s report including tax season updates, loan standings with partners bank, and dog form updates.

10. Road Report – Chairman Jochimsen provided the 2025 road report. Projects done included moving the garbage and recycling center to the new garage location, ditching on Big Rapids Rd,  rebuilding Holtman Rd, and chip sealing/crack filling the town hall parking lot, Baywood shores, McMandy Lane, and Schnelle Rd bridge. Road work was also done on Twins Lane, Maryel boat landing, Fairview Bridge, and Schuetter Rd. Anticipated 2026 road projects were also reviewed. 

11. Fire Commissioner Report – Gary Heil provided the fire commissioner report. The fire department received a total of 236 ambulance calls and 51 fire calls for 2025. Of these calls 31 ambulance and 10 fire calls were for the Town of Cleveland. The new tanker is expected to arrive around October of this year. 

12. Wind/Solar Committee Report – Chairman Jochimsen introduced the members of the new wind/solar committee that was established.  Katie Jones presented the work that has been going on through this committee. Residents were encouraged to stay involved and informed about recent developments and reach out if they have any questions or concerns. 

13. Garbage and Recycling Report – Chairman Jochimsen discussed the 2025 garbage/recycling report and current financial standings. The brush pile was ground down at a cost of $1500 in January.   It is anticipated that this would need to be done every other year. The possibility of switching to town wide curbside garbage pick up was discussed, however by show of hands the majority expressed wanting to stay with the drop off center. 

14. Board of Review Dates – Open Book will be held on Wednesday April 22ne 2026 from 2pm to 4pm.  Board of Review will be held on Thursday April 30th from 5pm to 7pm. 

15. Town Hall Rentals – Town hall rental fees were discussed and no changes were made. 

16. Constituent Matters – Chairman Jochimsen discussed continuing the rental of the port a potty at the Maryel Boat Landing.  It was the general consensus that the town will continue to maintain and cover the cost of this during the busier summer months.  Chairman Jochimsen discussed the possibility of town zoning.  By show of hands the majority wishes to not move forward with town zoning at this time. 

17. Town Constituent Meeting  
a. County board District 25 representative, Tim Sondelski, spoke briefly thanking voters for their support and if there are any ways he can assist the town or questions that might arise to reach out to him.
